LEAVES are collected in biodegradeable paper bags. Leaves in plastic bags will NOT be collected. 
Residents will receive a flyer from Old Bridge Township with the collection schedule.

BRUSH tied in bundles is collected curbside by appointment only March – September biweekly. Call 
(732) 721-5600, ext. 6140, to arrange a collection appointment.

CHRISTMAS TREES will be picked up in all wards for recycling on January 3, 9, 17 and 23.

Special Items
OLD BRIDGE’S RECYCLING DROP-OFF CENTER located at the Public Works Yard, Municipal Complex, on Rt. 
516 between Rt. 9 and the entrance to the municipal complex. The hours of operation are Monday – 
Saturday, 7 a.m. – 3 p.m.. It is closed on Sunday and on all holidays. Items recycled curbside, motor 
oil (up to 5 gallons daily) and auto batteries are accepted.

COMPUTERS will be collected on the second Saturday of each month between 7 a.m. – 12 p.m. at the 
recycling center. Equipment collected includes monitors, scanners, printers, keyboards and CPUs. No 
televisions are accepted at the recycling center. Please check the schedule for Sim’s Recycling.

WHITE GOODS/APPLIANCES will be collected weekly by appointment only. Call (732) 721-5600, ext. 6140, 
to arrange an appointment. Please note: Contact your private garbage hauler for the disposal of items 
such as furniture, mattresses and contractor debris.
